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	Preamble: Whereas the national debt of $16,337,598,479,965.30 has increased by approximately $12 trillion dollars from $4.1 trillion when Clinton took office and reached an unreasonable size, as of January 1st 2013 the United States will reach the fiscal cliff if congress does not take action to prevent the descent from the fiscal cliff, of the national debt spending on Social Security is roughly 20%, Health Care 25%, Government 35% and Defense spending 20%, if this debt is not dealt with efficiently the Untied States of America will fall further into recession and limit the potential of our economy,
SECTION 1: This act may be cited as, “Evasion of the Fiscal Cliff bill.”
SECTION 2: There shall be no change to the funding of Social Security, although changes to its structure are necessary,
                      Sub-SECTION A: Retirement benefit age shall be increased from 66 to 68 by the year 2017 to increase revenue

Citizens aged 45 and up will receive benefits beginning at age 66
Citizens aged 25 to 45 will receive benefits beginning at age 67

Citizens aged 25 and below will receive benefits beginning at age 68

SECTION 3: There shall be no cuts or changes to the health care system, it must be                    strengthened in order to maintain the health of our citizens in these trying economic times with continued financial and governmental support.
SECTION 4: Defense spending must be controlled and limited, as we have an already strong military.
                   Sub-SECTION A: Reduce number of troops in Iraq to 60,000 by 2015; this will reduce the deficit by $580 billion.
                    Sub-SECTION B: Reduce spending related to our solid nuclear arsenal; this will reduce the deficit by $80 billion.

                    Sub-SECTION C: Reduce size of our Navy from 287 ships to 230 ships to aid in deficit reduction, while keeping our country secure, this will reduce the deficit by $170 billion.
                    Sub-SECTION D: Replace the Joint Strike Fighter Program with F-16s and                               F/A-18s, this will reduce the deficit by $80 billion.
SECTION 5:  The government’s size shall not be changed, as it is crucial to running the country and making decisions for the people.
SECTION 6: There shall be a tax compromise to enhance revenue without over taxing one group of earners, it will remove Bush tax cuts and reach a negotiation between parties that allows a middle ground to be reached,
Sub-SECTION A: Tax payers who earn over $388,350 shall pay 37% as opposed to the current 35% or the previous 39.6%, in addition all taxpayers rates will increase by a small percentage to aid in recovery from the deficit.

12% on taxable income from $0 to $17,400

18% on taxable income over $17,400 to $70,700

28% on taxable income over $70,700 to $142,700

32% on taxable income over $142,700 to $217,450

35% on taxable income over $217,450 to $388,350

37.5% on taxable income over $388,350

Sub-SECTION B: A realistic cap on tax deductions will be set at $25,000 on over $250,000.
